WORK PLAN 

Your research time is not long! It is a good idea to sit down with your mentor(s) at the beginning of the summer and make a work plan. This work plan should lay out a roadmap and timetable for your summer activities, noting key benchmarks or intermediate deadlines when specific phases of your work should be completed. By definition, you never quite know where research will take you, so meeting with your work plan again in the middle and near the end of the internship will let you judge how far you have reached in the process and redefine priorities if things have not progressed as expected. You can create a work plan in any format you like. Key things to address include: 

→ WHAT IS THE OBJECTIVE OF YOUR RESEARCH? 
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→ WHAT KEY TASKS DO YOU NEED TO ACCOMPLISH? 










→ WHICH TASKS DEPEND ON SOMEONE (SOMETHING) ELSE? ARE THERE LIMITATIONS TO THEIR AVAILABILITY (E.G. TRAVEL, FIELDWORK)? 









→ AT WHAT POINT(S) SHOULD YOU REASSESS YOUR WORK PLAN, AND, IF NECESSARY, REDEFINE TASKS AND PRIORITIES? 
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
